With their subtle contrasting elements in 16 glossy and five matt colors, the new dispenser systems add colorful accents to the sanitary room. At the same time, the colored elements serve to highlight functional areas such as the removal or insertion opening, thus providing users with additional orientation.
The smooth, reflective surface of the body as well as the colored elements in glossy or matt edition allow for design options in sanitary rooms of healthcare and educational buildings as well as in buildings in public spaces.
